SAN MIGUEL POWER ASSOCIATION HAS SUPPORTED ITS CO-OP MEMBERS SEEKING TO PRODUCE
THEIR OWN SOLAR ELECTRICITY THROUGH THE SOLAR UNITED NEIGHBORS UNCOMPAHGRE
SOLAR CO-OP. SMPA HAS WORKED COLLABORATIVELY WITH THE UNCOMPAHGRE SOLAR CO-OP
SINCE JANUARY TO EDUCATE COMMUNITY MEMBERS ABOUT THE SOLAR CO-OP SPONSORED
BY THE TOWN OF MOUNTAIN VILLAGE AND SAN MIGUEL COUNTY.

January through April, community members
had an opportunity to become a member of
the solar co-op and participate in the group
discount. Those co-op members then had

a grace period of a couple months to sign a
contract with the member-selected installer,
Atlasta Solar Center. Of the 92 families who
signed up for the Uncompahgre Solar Co-op,
17 have already committed to moving
forward with solar under Atlasta Solar. These
17 households represent over 107 kilowatts
of installed solar capacity. That is a projected
$700k in electricity savings over 25 years
and a projected 2,245 metric tons of CO2e
offsets over 25 years. That is equivalent to
taking 484 cars off the road annually.

To offset some of the costs, SMPA has a
rebate of up to $300 for co-op members
installing solar. There was a collective
$22,500 contributed by the Town of
Mountain Village, Telluride Mountain Village
Owners Association, and San Miguel County
to help more community members access
solar. And that is just for 2022 alone!

Solar United Neighbors worked with the Town
of Mountain Village in 2021 on the inaugural
solar co-op in the area. The combined success
of the two co-ops for the region is 134 co-op
members and 31 contracts for new solar
systems, amounting to over 176 kilowatts of
local, renewable energy production. This will
save co-op members a projected $1.1 million
over 25 years and a projected 3,678 metric
tons of CO2e offsets, or 792 cars annually,
over 25 years.

Energy consumption is the largest piece of the
carbon reduction puzzle. The participation in
the solar co-op is a great step in supporting
the regional goal of a 50% reduction in
greenhouse gas emissions by 2030. In the
coming years, regional stakeholders aim to
facilitate additional opportunities to reduce
carbon emissions through a variety of
methods, with additional solar cooperative
opportunities being one of them.

Non-profit, non-commercial Radio Benefits from Donations & Co-op Match

If you're a long-time KOTO listener, you know that the community-focused radio station
provides the Telluride region with high-quality, commercial-free programming. KOTO
is also unique among public radio stations, since it is not supported through
underwriting. Instead, KOTO generates all its revenue through a short fund-raising
season, which includes Guest DJ Day. On this day, you can tune in, hear your
neighbors spin their favorite tunes and make a pledge to help the station keep rockin’
into the future.

KOTO is looking at options to expand their signal into the Ridgway area. To mark the
moment, SMPA's Rube Felicelli, Brad Zaporski, and Terry Schuyler spun songs from
artists who have played at Ridgway’s celebrated “Music in the Park” events. As if that
wasn’t enough, SMPA matched all pledges dollar-for-dollar up to $1K. “The
experience was awesome,” said Felicelli. “To be able to help support this station,
which is, kind of, the lifeblood of these communities, was a real honor.”

Between the tunes, the DJs also gave KOTO a shout out for recently going “Totally
Green.” In the spring, the KOTO Board of Directors made the decision to enroll in
SMPA’s environmentally-responsible program that guarantees the energy used to run
the station comes from renewable sources, like solar from the Last Dollar Community
Solar Garden, just west of Telluride.

“Our board was thrilled to make this commitment for the sake of the local
environment,” said KOTO Executive Director, Cara Pallone. “...and thank you guys so
much for stepping up and taking the time to come in and raise money for KOTO. It
meant the world to us. You raised over $2,000! Incredible! Thanks to everyone who
pledged. We couldn’t do it without you!”
